On arrival at Ben Gurion Airport you will be met outside customs by a representative of World 
Discovery and taken by private car direct to your hotel in Jerusalem. 

DAY 2 - Mount of Olives. Old Jerusalem. 

The day begins with a drive to the summit of the Mount of Olives for a panoramic view of the 

Old City of Jerusalem spread out below.

of Islamic architecture, built in the 7th century by the Omayyad caliph Abd el-Malik. Drive to 

BethlehemBethlehemBethlehemBethlehem for visits around Manger Square; sites here include the Church of the NativityChurch of the NativityChurch of the NativityChurch of the Nativity and 

St. Jerome's CaSt.
